- Speaking

Communicate confidently with others; use 
questions to check understanding. Describe 
events in detail and use social phrases. 
 
- Listening, Attention and Understanding. 
   Develop listening skills from following 
instructions, listening to and engage in 
discussions and story times. Respond to new 
and familiar rhymes, stories and poems.

- Comprehension:  
Retell stories & narratives, recite poems, rhymes. 
Use vocabulary from stories, poems. 
 
- Reading 
Learn Special Friends – (Read Write Inc Phonics 
– Set 2). Read some simple sentences and blend 
longer words.    
 
Core Books Focus: “Kipper’s Birthday & Kipper’s 
Toybox” “So Much” Non-Fiction books about 
seasons and birds.  
 
- Writing 
Continue to explore variety of drawing and writing 
materials. Write simple words/sentences, 
beginning to use a capital letter and full stop & 
writing the sounds they hear in words.

Learn about the past from local walks, favourite 
stories and nursery rhymes.
